The Gries winery (founded in 1908) and Santa Maddalena winery (founded in 1930) joined forces in 2001 to form the Cantina Produttori Bolzano, South Tyrol’s youngest winegrowers’s co-operative winery. The Cantina Produttori Bolzano is jointly owned by the growers who supply the winery with their grapes.  Elevage for the Lagrein is one year in neutral casks. “Perl’ refers to the vineyard area where the grapes are grown.

Lagrein is a red wine grape variety native to the valleys of northern Italy in the Trentino-Alto Adige/Südtirol region, north of Bolzano, near the border with Austria. Along with Marzemino, it is a descendant of Teroldego, and related to Syrah, Pinot noir and Dureza. Outside Italy’s Alto Aldige region, the variety is rare to the point of obscurity. It’s hallmarks are dark, ripe fruits, and texture that ranges from light and quaffable to deep and rich, though rarely chewy. Lagrein Dunkel refers to the darker style.
