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Aged and fermented entirely in Stainless steel, with no wood influence. VignaSilan is a single vineyard with heavily volcanic, rocky soil. Aged 2 years in the bottle before release. Only 120 cases of this wine are made each year. 
Mirco and Gloria Gottardi established Contra’ Soarda in 2002. Contra’ Soarda, (“hamlet on the slope”) grows vines and olive trees with utmost respect for the environment. The 12 hectares of vineyards lie just outside the town of Bassano del Grappa which, due to the neighboring mountains, has extreme diurnal temperature variation. The vines are densely planted to insure naturally low yelds, in heavily volcanic soil. Focusing on the often overlooked native grape, Vespaiolo, but not neglecting the varietals that have been planted in his region for centuries, Mirco produces wines that are pure, elegant and harmonious.

The total production of the estate is 6500 cases.
