Duline was purachased by the current owners in 1997 and the vineyards total 7 hectares.

The Morus Alba is a full bodied blend of Malvasia and Sauvignon Blanc, aged in barrique and Tonneaux. This is not an uncommon blend for the region; in Friuli one encounters a tremendous amount of blended wines, both white and reds. Picolit, Verduzzo, Sauvignon Blanc, Ribolla, Sauvignon Blanc, and even Chardonnay are often blended in varying amounts to create interesting white wines.

Colli Orientali del Friuli means ‘Eastern hills of Friuli’ which border Slovenia. There is a tremendous amount of viticultural exchange between the two regions.
