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The Fantino estate is owned by brothers Sandro and Gianatale Fantino. Sandro had been the winemaker for Bartolo Mascarello for 20 years, but left 8 years ago to work with his brother and produce their own world class wines. The wine is produced from very old vineyards situated in the Dardi vineyard, hand harvested, with very low yields. The wines are very traditional in style, using no new oak. Production methods also are also traditional, utilizing gravity and no pumpovers.

The Dardi vineyard is a top cru located in the village of Monforte within the DOCG commune of Barolo. 
The methods used in producing this wine preserve the typical red fruits and high acidity of Barbera, which make it a delicious and versatile pairing with traditional Italian cuisine.
