In 1986 the family Gottardi purchased vineyards in what they call the ‘hills of paradise’ Mazzon region of Trentino-Alto Adige. The varietals produced by the estate speak loudly to the Germanic and Austrian influence on the culture, food and wine of the Alto Adige region. ‘Sudtirol’ refers to a Southern region of the Tyrol mountains.
The wines’ intense aromatics display typical varietal tones of roses, lychee, and spice.  On the palate, a certain sweetness may be detected from it’s lush texture, however, the wine itself is entirely dry. 

The Gewürztraminer is fermented in wooden vats (simliar to techniques used in Alsace, the region whose style most closely parallels this Gewurtztraminer in style) and then matures until bottling in stainless steel vats.

A well known Grappa is produced from the remaining pips and skins known as "Grappa Mazzon" – a specialty of the house.
