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Vallee d'Aoste (in French) also known as Aosta Valley (in English), and Valle d'Aosta (in Italian) corresponds to northwestern part of Italy, bordering Switzerland to the North and France to the west, and Piedmont to the southeast. A narrow valley surrounded by magnificent mountains, sculpted by melting glaciers.

  At Grosjean, cultivation techniques are deeply related to the environment since 1975, so no treatments of insecticides and acaricides are used. Only organic fertilizers are used. 

NOTES: Vineyards planted from 1500 to 1800 feet in altitude       ELEVAGE: Whole cluster fermentation in stainless steel vats and aged partly in neutral oak casks.
