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There are a group of growers in the Valle Isarco (a 238 hectare sub zone of Trentino-Alto Adige) who are producing some of the greatest white wines of Italy- Peter Pliger from Keunhof is unquestionably the leader of this group, and makes arguably the greatest white wines in the country. The wines, all very Austrian in style and make up, are fermented and aged in stainless steel and acacia vats, techniques often used to produce the great white wines of Austria and Alsace. No malolactic fermentation is allowed to take place in any wine, preserving freshness, minerality, and a signature mouthwatering texture. 
He practices vigilant organic farming, exemplified by the following quote which describes his approach to viticulture and winemaking:

‘biological farming techniques are necessary if the microflora in the soil are to properly convert the mineral elements of the soil into soluble elements for the vine.’
His entire production of Riesling (Kaiton), Gruner, Sylvaner and Gewurtztraminer is a maximum of 2500 cases per year.
