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La Cave du Vin Blanc de Morgex et de La Salle is a coop started in 1983. Morgex and La Salle are located at the foot of Mont Blanc, which separates France from Italy. These bucolic Alpine regions produce white wines, either still or sparkling, made from the delicate and little seen Prié Blanc grape variety, which is also grown in the Valais region of Switzerland. Prié Blanc is a fine grape that produces complex white wine that captures underlying minerality coupled with lovely yellow fruit tones and a consistent floral topnote. 

The communes of Morgex and La Salle play host to the highest vineyards in all of Europe, with vines hovering nearly 4,000 feet above sea level. At this altitude, the grapes are cultivated in a very unique system that allows them to withstand snowfall and the steep drops in temperature at night, which can occur even during much of the summer. The vines grow on low lying arbors (called “pergola bassa”), anchored by stone pillars which keep the vines low to the ground for protections against extreme weather conditions.
