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Andreas Huber is the young owner and winemaker of this beautiful small estate high on the slopes of the Val d’Isarco. The vineyards lie 700 meters above sea level, just above the ancient Abbazia di Novacella monastic complex. Very old vines planted in gravel and sandstone soil produce wines of vibrantly aromatic character, bright, steely and elegant. The manual harvest takes place in late November. Fermented in stainless steel on the fine lees for 8 months, and bottled in July. @1000 cases of the Riesling are produced.
The winery is in the process of becoming 100% biodynamic.

South Tyrol’s Eisack valley

In the Eisack valley, South Tyrol’s and, at the same time Italy’s, most northern wine-growing area, vines are planted on 250 hectares. Today mainly white wine is produced in the Eisack valley. However, until about 1950, 80% of wines produced were red.

Fresh, chilly nights, warm to hot days and good ventilation contribute to the fruity, subtle aromas of the white wines, and give them their classic style- dry, crisp, but textured.
