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The province of La Spezia (the southeastern portion of the Ligurian coast) accounts for the greater part of Liguria's wine production. However, high quality wines such as  Pigato, Vermentino and Ormeasco are made on the Riviera di Ponente, as the western stretch of the Ligurian coast is known. Those wines, along with Rossese di Albenga, were recently united under the single DOC denomination of Riviera Ligure di Ponente, with the three geographical subzones "Albenga", "Finale" and "Riviera dei Fiori".
The wines of Punta Crena are made in the tiny town of Varigotti, Italy, right on the ocean. The Ruffino family is famous in their hometown but little known elsewhere, even in Italy. They’ve been making wine in Varigotti since 1500! Their wines, made traditionally from indigenous grapes, are wines with typicity and character but without a hint of pretension. 

Rossese is a red Italian grape variety that is planted primarily in Liguria and shows an amazing vibrancy in the glass with delicious, delicate red fruit. This is a great summer red, fresh, light and wonderfully aromatic.
