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Frequently called “Europe’s most beautiful wine growing region”, Alto Adige is home to traditions that extend back to the days of the Roman Empire. Tramin is one of the oldest wineries in Alto Adige, and among the richest in tradition. In 1898, Pastor Christian Schrott founded the winery in the heart of the Termeno region on the south side of the Alps. Today, the Tramin cooperative numbers 290 members who raise grapes on a total of approximately 575 acres in the communities of Tramin, Neumarkt, Montan, and Auer. Tramin’s winemaker, Willi Stürz, was named “Winemaker of the Year” in 2004’ Gambero Rosso, Italy’s most important wine publication. Its wines have received 12 “Tre Bicchieri” awards.

The region produces many ‘varietal’ wines, and 75% of the production qualifies for DOC status, easily the highest in Italy. This statistic underscores the commitment to excellence from the region’s farmers and winemakers. This is a steely, mineral driven Sauvignon Blanc with generous aromatics which finds it’s qualities somewhere between Sancerre and Chile. It is nowhere near the style found in New Zealand.
